Negation in Russian
Two words: H@ and HeT

He = “not”

Use He before a verb, adjective, or adverb.

e OH He rotoB,— He is not read

We not here

Very common pattern
Y MmeHst HeT ... — | don't have ...

Action - He
Existence / possession - HeT

HeT = “no / there is no”

Use HeT to say that something doesn't exist,

isn’t present, or that you don’t have something.
e HeT BpemMeHn — There is no time

No time

e HeT neHer — No money

Here no coffee
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
